· No academic, conduct, or financial hold at time of application
· Meet the GPA requirement for your study abroad program (range from 2.5 to 3.3)
· Decide on a program

· Attend Informational Meetings 
· Meet with a study abroad advisor (call 25.879.3397 OR e-mail internationalprograms@pugetsound.edu to set up an appointment)
· Discuss study abroad with your faculty advisor and parents
· Talk to study abroad returnees and read over questionnaires in the IP office (Howarth 215)

Decide on a program? What’s next?

· Discuss program with your faculty advisor 
· Bring your approval to apply form to have them sign off on

· Complete an Approval to Apply to Study Abroad Form – due JANUARY 17, 2012
· Must submit this form and get approval from the IP office before moving forward in the process
· You can submit this form at any time but no applications will be accepted after January 17th!

· Complete program specific application - due February 15, 2012
· Most applications can be found on the providers’ website
· IP office has the applications for Oaxaca, Mexico, ILACA Granada, Dijon, Waseda, L&C Munich, Passau Exchange, Taiwan summer and Kyoto summer.
· Exceptions
· December 1, 2011: Waseda 
· February 1, 2012: Lewis & Clark Munich and Passau Exchange

· Complete Study Abroad Course Evaluation Form – due February 15, 2012
· This form is used to evaluate the credit you will receive for the courses you plan to take while you are approved

Federal and State Financial Aid

Puget Sound Scholarships and Grants
Available for use on study abroad programs to students who demonstrate financial need.

Students who complete the FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid) and demonstrate financial need may use, in conjunction with federal and state aid, their Puget Sound scholarships and grants up to their level of financial need. 

Students who do not complete the FAFSA or do not demonstrate financial need are not eligible for Puget Sound scholarships during their semester abroad. Student Financial Services advises you to fill out the FAFSA, even if you don’t believe you aer eligible. You won’t know unless you fill it out.
